• Gender Neutral Language
• City Council salaries
• Term limits for Mayor and City Council



Proposed Ballot Measures 
(Revenue Items)

• Tax / User Fee on ride share companies
• Increase UUT for a climate action fund
• Parcel Tax for EMS, fire suppression, priority 

dispatch, and to address deficits
• Residential vacancy tax
