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In 2020, Fish and Wildlife Service officials determined
that the monarch’s numbers were so low that it
warranted protection under the Endangered Species
Act. But the agency declined to give it federal
safeguards, arguing that other species should take
priority. The agency will revisit its status each year.

Until then, many Californians will keep planting
milkweed. “We just don’t have time to wait,” Rocha

said. “We need to keep this momentum going.”
