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• Goal: Increase the supply of end-to-end bicycle parking spaces

• Background: Current Zoning Ordinance
• Auto parking standards are found in residential and non-residential districts 

with ratios by use

• Bicycle parking is found in non-residential districts at 1 per 2,000 SF

• Efforts to update bicycle parking standards date back to 2011 and 
culminated in 2017

• 2017 Bicycle Plan promoted bike parking in all zoning districts
• Extensive Outreach

• Linked to other policy documents: Downtown Area Plan, Climate Action Plan, 
Complete Streets Policy, SOSIP





• Standards are based on review of other cities: Attachment #2

• Types of Bike Parking:

• Short-term = on the sidewalk (loops) or corals on the street

• Long-Term = Lockers, or other in-building secure locations
