DEFINING ARCADES

Amusement Device:

Any machine or device which may be operated for
use as a game, contest or amusement upon the
Insertion of a coin, slug or token in any slot or
receptacle attached to such machine or connected
therewith, which does not contain a payoff device
for the return of slugs, money, coins, checks, tokens
or merchandise

Amusement Device Arcade (Arcades):

An establishment which contains six (6) or more
Amusement Devices. An Amusement Device
Arcade is a Commercial Recreation Center
irrespective of whether such machines are the
principal commercial activity of an establishment.
