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* It's not equitable: Increased market-rate construction does not drive increases in
affordable housing, per the Anti-Eviction Mapping Project.

* We have a surplus of market-rate apartments in Berkeley and plenty more being built.
We need affordable housing, not the equivalent of three MacArthur Skylyne towers.

Please come and
speak, YIMBYs will be out in force, and the Sierra Club carries some weight with the
City Council.
