Specialized Care Unit Update Report (April 25 to May 13, 2024)

Please find the attached report on Specialized Care Unit services and other program
related updates from April 26 to May 13, 2024. Responses to questions from the Mental
Health Commission are below.

Information Requested by Mental Health Commission
Responses to questions 1-5 include input from the Berkeley Police Department.

1) Can we see data on calls to Bonita House and results of 5150 vs. criminal
detention?
The SCU has written less than fifteen 5150/5585 psychiatric holds from
September 2023 to April 2024. Because calls to the SCU are not routed
through 911, the Police Department does not track this data.

2) Upon arrival to a Bonita House call, who is in charge — Police or Bonita House
staff?
It depends on the call. There are times when the SCU and BPD may be
independently called to the scene; BPD dispatched via a 911 call and the
SCU via the separate 10-digit phone number. Teams will coordinate once
on-scene to determine who is in charge, given the nature of the call.

3) Does BPD ever just show up and observe without intervention?
The SCU is currently dispatched through the separate 10-digit phone
number and not 911. Because this number is intentionally separate from
911 and first responders, including BPD, they do not track SCU calls. See
response to #2 for coordination if both teams are called separately to the
same scene.

4) Do you have officers trained and assigned to calls for mental health situations?

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Many of the BPD officers have attended Crisis Intervention Training (CIT)
courses, which are typically 40 hours.

5) Does BPD meet with Bonita House regularly to train?

SCU program management and team members conducted briefings for
each of the different patrol shifts at the onset of the program in fall 2023.
The SCU, HHCS, BPD, and BFD meet bi-monthly to discuss questions
that arise in the field as the program continues to be implemented.
However, because the SCU is a separate program from BPD, the teams
are not trained together and the SCU receives separate crisis response
training per the Bonita House Crisis Academy.

SCU General Program Updates
Due to the timing of this report, the SCU has not submitted monthly data at this point.
The monthly data for May will be included in the June 2024 written report.

A) SCU continues to recruit, hire, and train staff to fully ramp up to the 24 hour, 7
days per week model. As provided in their recent quarterly report, Bonita House
is working on filling 6 vacancies which includes team members as well as
management staff for the SCU program.

B) As mentioned in previous reports, the SCU conducts on-viewing, or proactive
outreach, when the team is not on a specific call. During these on-viewing times,
the team has visited Berkeley’s BART stations, the area surrounding People’s
Park, as well as conducted outreach along the Shattuck corridor in Berkeley.

C) Busier times for the SCU team include weekdays and weekends starting at 11am
into the evening. Currently, the slowest day for the SCU is Sunday. The team
continues to compile exact data on night shifts, but HHCS expects to have
additional information as hours expand once staff are hired and onboarded to the
team.

D) While not every client accepts the SCU’s services, clients who do accept
services may be referred to a variety of community partners or services. Some
common referrals include the Berkeley Wellness Center, Amber House, Dorothy
Day House, and Alta Bates.

E) Medi-Cal billing for the SCU continues to be in progress between the
administrative sections of Bonita House and Berkeley Mental Health. The SCU is
funded for the two-year pilot program through American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA)
and Crisis Care Mobile Units (CCMU) grant funding. Working through the
specifics of Medi-Cal billing is one component of looking at financial sustainability
for the SCU.

Berkeley’s Mental Health Division serves a specific set of functions similarly to Alameda
County. This especially includes service needs aimed at residents with Medi-Cal who do
not have other insurance options. Considering that Berkeley’s Medi-Cal population is
estimated at about 10.1% of the general population, this is a selective slice of the
population within which a smaller proportion are in the highest behavioral health need.
Neighboring cities have even larger proportions of their populations in such need
(Oakland-23.7%, Hayward-22.1%, San Leandro/Alameda-16.4%) and depend on the
services of Alameda County for this kind of care.

While Berkeley has some status as an independent jurisdiction, the Division is a Medi-
Cal contractor of Alameda County (not its own entity), specifically providing Medi-Cal
direct services to residents with moderate-severe mental health needs. Individuals and
families with the greatest Medi-Cal service needs are served by Berkeley, and those
with needs on the lower end of the spectrum are served by other Alameda County
services and contractors. Citizens of Berkeley with other healthcare insurance are
served within those systems.

It is rare for a small City to have much input and contact with its local officials, and
Berkeley is in exactly this situation. The Berkeley Mental Health Commission was
created just over 30 years ago, and specifically, according to state statute, “reviews and
evaluates the mental health needs, resources and programs” for our community. That
13 citizens in our small jurisdiction would be empowered with such an important task is
a great opportunity in which our community members could take part. This Commission
makes specific and deliberate space in its rolls for receivers of services, for family
members of those who receive services, for representatives reflective of the diversity in
our community, and for citizens with a broad range of disciplines, professions, and fields
of knowledge.

Berkeley is in a unique position as one of two California cities with its own mental health
jurisdiction, and this Commission affords the chance for a significant amount of
coordination, collaboration, and discussion with its governing body and local behavioral
health leadership. While our small system may not provide all of the public services
received by its residents, there are still great possibilities for thinking and planning out
the future of our community. As the leader of our local mental health Division and
member of our community, | am excited about what we could collaboratively create. |
sincerely hope that the Commission can work to renew its ranks, and to reach out with
diverse ideas and energy in partnership so we can build this future together.

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RESOLUTION NO. 65,945-N.S.

ESTABLISHING THE MENTAL HEALTH COMMISSION, PROVIDING FOR MEMBER-
SHIP AND APPOINTMENT PROCEDURES THEREOF, AND DEFINING THE
POWERS AND DUTIES OF SAID COMMISSION, AND RESCINDING RESOLUTION
NO. 57,078-N.S. AND ALL RESOLUTIONS AMENDATORY THEREOF

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Berkeley as follows:
Section 1. CREATION OF MENTAL HEALTH COMMISSION.

Pursuant to the provisions of Section 5604 of the Welfare and Institutions Code of the
State of California, a Mental Health Commission of the City of Berkeley is hereby
established.

Section 2. MEMBERSHIP OF THE COMMISSION.

The Commission shall be composed of thiteen (13) members, appointed by the City
Council of Berkeley, except as set forth in Section 2(1). The membership shall conform
to the following:

(1)  One (1) member of the Commission shall be the Mayor of the City of
Berkeley. The City Council of the City of Berkeley may designate a person
of its choice to serve instead of the Mayor as a member of the
Commission.

(2) Two (2) members of the Commission shall be residents of the City of
Albany. The remaining members shall be residents of the City of Berkeley.
At least one (1) of the two (2) Albany members shall be representative of
the Special Public Interest, as defined below. .

(3) Members of the Commission shall be persons representative of the public
interest in mental health as follows:

a. Special Public Interest. Not less than seven (7) of the members
representing the Public Interest shall be designated as Special
Public Interest and shall be persons or the parents, spouses,
siblings, or adult children of persons who are receiving or have
received mental health services.

(i) At least three (3) of the members representing the special
public interest shall be persons who are receiving or have
received mental health services.

(i) At least three (3) of the members representing the special
public interest shall be the parents, spouses, sibling, or adult
children of persons who are receiving or have received
mental health services.
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b. . General Public Interest: The remaining five (5) members shall be

designated as General Public Interest and shall be persons

. representing a broad range of disciplines, professions, and fields of
knowledge.

(4) No member of the Commission or his or her spouse shall be a full-time or
part-time City employee of a City mental health service, a full-time or part-
time County employee of a County mental health service, or an employee
of the State Department of Mental Health, an employee of or a paid
member of the governing body of a mental health contract agency.

Section 3. TERMS OF OFFICE OF MEMBERS.

The term of each member of the Commission shall be for three (3) years. Appointments
shall be equitably staggered so that approximately one-third of the appointments expire
each year.

If, prior to the expiration of a term of service on this Commission, a member ceases to
retain the status which qualified the person for appointment on the Commission, the
person’s membership on the Commission shall terminate and there shall be a vacancy
- on the Commission.

Section 4. APPOINTMENT PROCESS FOR MENTAL HEALTH COMMISSION
MEMBERS.

Whenever a vacancy occurs on the Mental Health Commission, the following steps shall
be taken:

(1)  The Berkeley City Clerk will announce the existence of the vacancy on the

- City of Berkeley website. When the vacancy is a seat previously held by

an Albany resident, the Secretary will forward the announcement in a
timely manner to the Albany City Clerk.

(2) The Mental Health Commission shall publicize the vacancy and solicit
applications for appointment. The announcement shall be distributed
based on the priorities established by state and municipal law and
priorities set by the Mental Health Commission. Depending on the specific
category to be filled, announcements may also be sent to special interest
organizations.

(3) Albany Applicants only: Applications from Albany residents for either of
the two Albany seats shall be forwarded to the Albany City Clerk.

a. The Albany City Council will review the Albany applicants and make
recommendations for appointment to the Commission.
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b. The Albany City Council is responsible for communicating its
recommendations in a timely manner to the Berkeley City Clerk for
submission to the Commission Secretary.

. C. While the Commission makes the recommendation to the Berkeley
City Council for Commission appointments, the Albany City
Council's recommendations have priority in the selection process.

(4) (All applicants) When an application is submitted, the Secretary will first
review the application for eligibility pursuant to the criteria stated in this
Resolution. The Secretary will then distribute applications from qualified
applicants to the Commissioners and place them in the Communications
(SB 343) binder for public viewing prior to the next Mental Health
Commission meeting. Applicants are encouraged to attend Commission
meetings prior to appointment so that they may become familiar with the
work of the Commission.

(5)  The Commission shall conduct interviews of qualified applicants. After the
interview, the Commission shall decide whether to recommend the
applicant to City Council for appointment. If the Commission decides to
recommend the appointment, the Secretary will send a Consent Item to
Council on behalf of the Commission.

Section 5. VACANCIES AND REMOVALS

Vacancies on the Commission, from whatever cause, except temporary vacancies as
hereinafter provided, shall be filled by appointment by the City Council for the unexpired
term or for a full term. The Council shall, at the time of appointment, designate the
category such an appointee shall occupy pursuant to Section 2: Membership of the
Commission. The Commission member’s designation may be changed only by action of
the City Council. Any member of the Commission may be removed from the
Commission prior to expiration of his or her term by a six-ninths (6/9) vote of the City
Council.

Section 6. TEMPORARY VACANCIES

A member of the Commission may be granted a leave of absence by the City Council
pursuant to Berkeley Municipal Code Section 3.02.030. A Commission member
seeking a leave of absence must submit a request in writing to the Secretary. A request
for a leave of absence will then be submitted on the Commission member's behalf to the
City Council for consideration. If approved by the City Council, a temporary vacancy
shall thereupon exist for the period of such leave of absence.

During the period of such temporary vacancy, the Council may fill such vacancy by a
temporary appointment to said Commission; provided; however, that the period of such
temporary appointment shall not exceed the period of the temporary vacancy.
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At the expiration of a leave of absence so granted, the member shall automatically
resume full membership on said Commission to the end of his or her appointed term.

Section 7. POWERS AND DUTIES OF COMMISSION

The Commission shall:

Review and comment on the City's performance outcome data and
communicate its findings to the State Mental Health Planning Council.

Pursuant to WIC 5604.2(a)(8), the City Council may transfer additional duties or
authority to the Commission.

Develop By-Laws, in accordance with WIC §5604.5 and approved by City
Council, including, at the discretion of the Commission, the creation of an
Executive Subcommittee.

Section 8. MINORITY COMPOSITION OF COMMISSION

The composition of the Commission shall reflect the minority population found in the
City. If under representation exists, a statement shall be included in the mental health
performance contract, if submission of a performance contract is required by the State,
as to the ways equitable representation will be achieved and a timetable for achieving
equitable representation.

Dear Mental Health Commissioners: May 9, 2024

We are writing to you because we are concerned about major issues at our residence on Hearst Ave in
Berkeley which is HUD housing managed by Bonita House Inc. One issue is that we do not understand why
Bonita House continues to allow one resident to return to this facility after he has spent extended periods of
time living in a recovery house, followed by a period in which B. was sent to Napa Forensic Psychiatric
Hospital. His parents paid his rent during this time so that B. could return to this Bonita House residence on
Hearst Ave. In total, these two episodes lasted approximately two years.

Currently, B. was arrested in September 2023 after assaulting a senior female resident. B. spent five
months at Santa Rita Jail and then was remanded by the Behavioral Health Court (BHC) judge to Cronin
House for three months, where B. is presently living. As a result of this assault, B. now has a Criminal
Protective Order (CPO) against him which at present says this Order will expire in December 2026. However,
the District Attorney (prosecutor) for this case has said that the end date on this CPO is ultimately up to the
BHC judge and may be changed.

One reason we are concerned has to do with the safety and security for the 5 remaining residents in this
particular facility. Bonita House staff have made it abundantly clear to us that all that this Bonita
House-managed facility provides to us is inexpensive HUD housing. There is no structure or support provided
to the residents of the household.

At the same time, it is clear to us that B. is in need of and deserves a higher level of care than that provided
at this Bonita House-managed residence on Hearst Ave. B.’s pattern in the past is that he returns to this
household, looking fairly cleaned up. However, in a short while, B. reverts to “self-medicating” through drinking
alcohol and smoking crystal meth. We are also pretty sure that B. does not take his psychiatric medications
during the same time. This in turn causes B. to decompensate and he becomes very agitated.

In October 2023, all the other residents of this Bonita House wrote a letter to the Executive Director of
Bonita House, Ms. Laura Weissberger, saying that B. needed to be evicted from this residence. There were
two City of Berkeley “good cause” reasons for B.’s eviction. One was that B. was “disturbing the peace and
quiet of the household.” The second “good cause” reason for eviction had to do with the “use of an illicit drug”.
In this case, B. was smoking crystal meth in his room and in common areas. We also listed B.’s use of alcohol
in the household which is a breach of our lease, and a reason for eviction. In addition, B. was smoking regular
cigarettes in his room and in common areas of the household. (This in turn is a breach of BMC/Berkeley
Municipal Code 12.70 which has to do with Smoke-Free Multi-Unit Housing.)

When B. would become agitated through drinking alcohol and smoking crystal meth, he would run
throughout the house at all hours of day and night, unlocking and bolding open all outside doors, This alone we
felt, endangered the safety and security of everyone else living in this residence. In addition, B. first brought in
a hatchet and then an axe, He also slashed various people’s doors in the household.

Our understanding from Bonita House staff is that Bonita House managed 31 residences in Alameda
County. Of this number, 3 of them provide structure and support to their residents. We would strongly
recommend that B. be transferred to one of these three, where he would receive a higher level of care. If not in
one of these three residences, B. needs and deserves a high level of care elsewhere.

It cannot fall upon us, the other five members of this household, to either take care of or support B.
Everyone here is either dealing with their own mental health issues or substance use disorder issues or both.
Everyone who lives here needs to be fairly independent and self-sufficient.
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To conclude, again, the safety and security of this Bonita House residence is of utmost importance to us.
And finally, we feel that B. needs and deserves a higher level of care which is not available to B. at this
residence.

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SCU Written Update for Berkeley Mental Health Commission
April 25, 2024

Since September 2023, the Specialized Care Unit has responded to over 600 calls for service. Most calls
have come from a community member calling on behalf of an individual, however the team has also
received calls from friends/family, local community-based organizations (including homeless providers),
and through referrals from crisis lines, including 988. Some calls require a response from the team in the
field, while other calls can be resolved over the phone.

Typical calls for service include welfare checks, community members in distress (i.e. angry, sad,
threatening harm, etc.), as well as involved substance use. As mentioned in previous reports, sometimes
clients cannot be found at the location provided by the caller, or do not accept SCU services when the
team arrives. Between January and March of 2024, the team has provided services to over 60 clients
which has included transportation services, clinical assessments, and, where absolutely appropriate,
5150/5585 assessments. The team has also provided peer support services as well as support services to
friends and family members of the community member experiencing a crisis.

As presented back in January, the bulk of calls have not resulted in a psychiatric (5150 or 5585) hold, and
the SCU has facilitated safety planning and provided referrals to various community resources. Since
September 2023, the SCU has written less than 20 holds.

Since January, the SCU has responded to a mix of calls for unhoused and unsheltered individuals,
unhoused and sheltered individuals, as well as stably housed community members. Additionally, the
bulk of reported calls have not required law enforcement to be involved.

HHCS continues to work with Bonita House to refine this data collection, especially data collection to
provide information regarding call types, demographic information, and more detailed information
about call outcomes such as where individuals are transported. Bonita House has started using a
customized app to collect this data, and is working with SCU staff to ensure consistency across entering
the data while on calls as well as after calls to get us the information that we are requesting. However,
this does mean that the data may not be perfect. HHCS continues to work closely with the team to
refine these processes and will provide updates as we can.

The SCU continues to provide outreach materials throughout the Berkeley community to raise
awareness about this new service, however the City recognizes that more needs to be done to increase
awareness of the SCU. The HHCS team is working closely with Bonita House to have our next community
event — hopefully in person — to celebrate the implementation of the SCU to date, and also answer
guestions about the team’s operations. HHCS is also exploring additional opportunities for publicity that
may include showing information on BART billboards, and the electronic kiosks.

Bonita House continues to hire staff to support the SCU team operations, and has expanded hours
partially into the evening since our last report. Currently, the team operates from 6am to 9pm on
Sunday through Wednesday and 6am to 4pm Thursday through Saturday. We have been told that the
next big hours expansion will expand into the evening, and then 24/7 will follow. We are expecting this
to happen within the coming months, but this will be dependent upon consistent staffing levels — for
reference, the SCU currently has 20 staff working on the program across all shifts, and 7 vacancies. Of
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course, once we have an exact date of 24/7 expansion, we will make sure to communicate this to the
Mental Health Commission, as well as City leadership and community members on our listserv.

Finally, Bonita House has received the customized vans that the city purchased! These vans include a
wheelchair lift which will allow Bonita House to transport individuals who are wheelchair bound. These
vans are white Ford Transit vans and have the City logo on the drivers side door with “Health, Housing,
and Community Services” as well as “Specialized Care Unit” listed. We will send pictures once we are
able. As some know, this was a very long process to purchase, outfit, and receive the vans, so it’s really
exciting to have them in the field.

The last update is that we have received some additional grant funding from the Crisis Care Mobile Units
program which will be applied to the Bonita House SCU contract to support staff salary costs. This will go
to Council on Tuesday, May 7. Because we know financial sustainability is a big topic of interest, we are
also working closely with Berkeley Mental Health and Bonita House to get set up for MediCal billing,
which is a very in-depth process.
