On October 19, 2021, the Berkeley Police Department provided the Mayor and City
Council with an annual report on Use of Force.

The final category labeled “Other” is a catch-all category for investigative stops. This
stop can occur in a variety of instances such as a vehicle possibly involved in an in-
progress crime, a car that is reported as suspicious, or a possible stolen vehicle.

Additionally, we did discover a data entry error in that Vehicle Code 23123(A) (use of
cellphone while driving) had been entered in several instances as a moving violation,
but should have been captured as a non-moving violation. That entry error will be
corrected moving forward.
